In Switzerland, young people visitnine fountains on
their way to midnight church services on Christmas Eve.
They take three sipsof water from ecach fountain. A leg-
end says 1f theydo this, they will find their future hus-
band or wife waiting at the door of the church. Some
Swiss also believe that animals can speak at midnight on
Christmas Eve, and that they kneel in honor of the Christ
child.

In The Netherlands, Belgium and Luxembourg, people
exchange gifts on Decemver 6, St. Nicholas' Day, A man
dressed in the rich robesof a bishop represents the saint.
He questions the children about their behavior during the
year, and promises to return during the night with gifts
for the good children. The children fill wooden shoes
with cockies and candy for the saint and leave them on
the doorstep. He takes their goodies and leaves toys and
other gifts. In these countries, December 25isa purely
religious holiday.

In Yugoslavia, children celebrate the second Sunday
before Christmasss Mother's Day. While theéir mother sits
quietly, the childien steal in and tie her feet to her
chair. They shout, "Mother's Day, Mother's Day, what will
you pay to get away?'" She then gives them gifts. On the
next Sunday, father receives the same treatment, with the
same happy results. The Serbs belisve they will have bad
luck if the badnyak (Christmas log) burns out, so someone
stands watch over the log all night. They &also serve
roast pig in honor of Bozhitch, an ancient sun god whose
name now means Christmas.

Asia. The people of the Phillippines call their, fa-
vorite Christmas dish colacion. They make it by cooking
fruit with various root sprouts. In each family, one or
two members stay home to serve any guesis who drop ins
The others have their colacion in some other home.

The Armenians eat fried and boiled spinach.on Chiist-
mas Eve. They believe the Virgin Mary ate boiled spinach
on the night before Christ was born. Their festivities
last three days, including visiting and fun.
